In 2010, CPS had 179 new clients, in 2011, CPS had 224 new clients a 25% increase!   

Currently Cancer Patient Services has over 575 active clients.

2011 has been a very successful year for Cancer Patient Services! We have a lot to celebrate as we 

look at our accomplishments for 2011.  

We welcomed a new CEO to our organization ï Carol Metzger-Sturgeon. Carol and Joanne worked 

hard all year to streamline operation, provide more to our clients, and improve processes for all of our 

stakeholders. CPS saw a 25% increase in clients in 2011 which shows we are helping to improve the 

quality of life for more cancer patients and their families in our area than ever before. CPS unveiled a 

new logo in 2011 and we are preparing new marketing materials to help attract even more cancer pa-

tients and their families, volunteers and donors to our organization.  

CPS applied for five grants in 2011, resulting in over $105,500 being awarded to the organization to help 

expand services for our clients and their families. Our adult support group has been re-energized and 

we now offer books and other resources for youth impacted by a cancer diagnosis (either their own or 

the diagnosis of a family member). The 2011 National Cancer Survivorôs Day was a huge success and a 

great celebration for CPS. 

CPS has applied for OANO (Ohio Association for Non-Profit Organizations) Standards of Excellence 

certification. When we are approved for certification, CPS will be the first non-profit in the area to receive 

this honor. We also applied for certification with the Better Business Bureau. To complete these certifica-

tions, we reviewed, updated, and expanded board operations, policies, committees, and guidelines. 

These will help serve CPS for years to come.  

These are just a few of our accomplishments from 2011. Itôs been a great year for our organization and 

we have so much to celebrate. We owe a lot of our success to all who have made it possible, including 

our donors, corporate sponsors, volunteers, and other supporters.  On behalf of the entire CPS family, I 

want to thank you for your involvement with our organization.
